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The Bible quotations are from the New International Version of the Bible (NIV) 

unless indicated otherwise. 
 

1.  The Origin of Satan 

 

Satan is commonly known as “Lucifer” for it is the name given in Isaiah 14:12 in 

the King James Version of the Bible.  His downfall was due to his sin of pride and 

arrogance.  The description of his sin according to the passage is as follows: “You 

have said in your heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the 

stars of  God.”  
 

(Isaiah14:12-15 KJV) 

How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut 

down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations! 

For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne 

above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the 

sides of the north: 

I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High. 

Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit. 
 

Ezekiel 28:12-15 

"Son of man, take up a lament concerning the king of Tyre and say to him: 'This is 

what the Sovereign LORD says: "'You were the model of perfection, full of 

wisdom and perfect in beauty.  You were in Eden, the garden of God; every 

precious stone adorned you: ruby, topaz and emerald, chrysolite, onyx and jasper, 

sapphire, turquoise and beryl. Your settings and mountings were made of gold; on 

the day you were created they were prepared. 

You were anointed as a guardian cherub, for so I ordained you. You were on the 

holy mount of God; you walked among the fiery stones. 

You were blameless in your ways from the day you were created till wickedness 

was found in you. 
 

 



 

Satan is also known as “Dragon”, “Ancient Serpent,” and the ”Devil” 

Revelation 12:3-4 

3        Then another sign appeared in heaven: an enormous red dragon with seven 

heads and ten horns and seven crowns on his heads. 

4        His tail swept a third of the stars out of the sky and flung them to the earth. 

The dragon stood in front of the woman who was about to give birth, so that he 

might devour her child the moment it was born. 
 

Revelation 20:2-3 

2        He seized the dragon, that ancient serpent, who is the devil, or Satan, and 

bound him for a thousand years. 

3        He threw him into the Abyss, and locked and sealed it over him, to keep him 

from deceiving the nations anymore until the thousand years were ended. After 

that, he must be set free for a short time. 
 

Revelation 9:11-12 

11      They had as king over them the angel of the Abyss, whose name in Hebrew 

is Abaddon, and in Greek, Apollyon. 

12      The first woe is past; two other woes are yet to come. 
 

2.  The End of Satan 

 

Revelation 20:10 

10      And the devil, who deceived them, was thrown into the lake of burning 

sulfur, where the beast and the false prophet had been thrown. They will be 

tormented day and night for ever and ever. 
 

3.  Satan’s Daily Activities  

          A. Bringing Accusations 

Revelation 12:10 

10      Then I heard a loud voice in heaven say: "Now have come the salvation and 

the power and the kingdom of our God, and the authority of his Christ. For the 

accuser of our brothers, who accuses them before our God day and night, has been 

hurled down. 
 

          B. Bringing Temptations 

1Thes 3:5 

5        For this reason, when I could stand it no longer, I sent to find out about your 

faith. I was afraid that in some way the tempter might have tempted you and our 

efforts might have been useless. 



 

          C. Blinding the Minds of Unbelievers 

2 Corinthians 4:4 

4        The god of this age has blinded the minds of unbelievers, so that they cannot 

see the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. 
 

          D. Masquerading as an Angel of Light 

2 Corinthians11:13-14 

13      For such men are false apostles, deceitful workmen, masquerading as 

apostles of Christ. 

14      And no wonder, for Satan himself masquerades as an angel of light. 
 

          E.  Teaching Wrong Doctrines 

1 Timothy 4:1 

1        The Spirit clearly says that in later times some will abandon the faith and 

follow deceiving spirits and things taught by demons. 
 

 

 

4.     We must resist Satan. 
 

          A.  By being submitted to God 

 

James 4:7 

7        Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. 
 

Illustration:   The sons of Sceva were obviously not submitted to God through 

Jesus Christ. 
 

Acts 19:13-16 

13      Some Jews who went around driving out evil spirits tried to invoke the name 

of the Lord Jesus over those who were demon-possessed. They would say, "In the 

name of Jesus, whom Paul preaches, I command you to come out." 

14      Seven sons of Sceva, a Jewish chief priest, were doing this. 

15      [One day] the evil spirit answered them, "Jesus I know, and I know about 

Paul, but who are you?" 

16      Then the man who had the evil spirit jumped on them and overpowered them 

all. He gave them such a beating that they ran out of the house naked and bleeding. 
 

          B.  By standing firm in the faith 

 



1 Peter 5:8-9 

8        Be self-controlled and alert. Your enemy the devil prowls around like a 

roaring lion looking for someone to devour. 

9        Resist him, standing firm in the faith, because you know that your brothers 

throughout the world are undergoing the same kind of sufferings. 
 

C.  By “Binding” Him 

 

Matthew 12:24-29 

24      But when the Pharisees heard this, they said, "It is only by Beelzebub, the 

prince of demons, that this fellow drives out demons." 

25      Jesus knew their thoughts and said to them, "Every kingdom divided against 

itself will be ruined, and every city or household divided against itself will not 

stand. 

26      If Satan drives out Satan, he is divided against himself. How then can his 

kingdom stand? 

27      And if I drive out demons by Beelzebub, by whom do your people drive 

them out? So then, they will be your judges. 

28      But if I drive out demons by the Spirit of God, then the kingdom of God has 

come upon you. 

29      "Or again, how can anyone enter a strong man's house and carry off his 

possessions unless he first ties up the strong man? Then he can rob his house. 
 

Matthew 16:18-19 

18      And I tell you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build my church, and 

the gates of Hades will not overcome it. 

19      I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven; whatever you bind on 

earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in 

heaven." 

 

D.  Fight against Satan with the Sword which is the Word of God. 
 

Ephesians 6:17 

17      Take the helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word 

of God. 
 

Hebrews 4:12  

12      For the word of God is living and active. Sharper than any double-edged 

sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges 

the thoughts and attitudes of the heart. 
 



Luke 4:1-13 

1        Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led by the 

Spirit in the desert, 

2        where for forty days he was tempted by the devil. He ate nothing during 

those days, and at the end of them he was hungry. 

3        The devil said to him, "If you are the Son of God, tell this stone to become 

bread." 

4        Jesus answered, "It is written: 'Man does not live on bread alone.'" 

5        The devil led him up to a high place and showed him in an instant all the 

kingdoms of the world. 

6        And he said to him, "I will give you all their authority and splendor, for it 

has been given to me, and I can give it to anyone I want to. 

7        So if you worship me, it will all be yours." 

8        Jesus answered, "It is written: 'Worship the Lord your God and serve him 

only.'" 

9        The devil led him to Jerusalem and had him stand on the highest point of the 

temple. "If you are the Son of God," he said, "throw yourself down from here. 

10      For it is written: "'He will command his angels concerning you to guard you 

carefully; 

11      they will lift you up in their hands, so that you will not strike your foot 

against a stone.'" 

12      Jesus answered, "It says: 'Do not put the Lord your God to the test.'" 

13      When the devil had finished all this tempting, he left him until an opportune 

time. 
 

 

5.  How to Prevent the Unclean Spirit from Returning 

 

Matthew 12:43-45 

43      "When an evil spirit comes out of a man, it goes through arid places seeking 

rest and does not find it. 

44      Then it says, 'I will return to the house I left.' When it arrives, it finds the 

house unoccupied, swept clean and put in order. 

45      Then it goes and takes with it seven other spirits more wicked than itself, and 

they go in and live there. And the final condition of that man is worse than the first. 

That is how it will be with this wicked generation." 

 

Ephesians 5:18 

18      Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be filled with 

the Spirit. 



 

6.  Make sure we are filled with the Spirit of the Lord to make no room for an 

evil spirit 
 

1 Samuel 16:13-16 

13      So Samuel took the horn of oil and anointed him in the presence of his 

brothers, and from that day on the Spirit of the LORD came upon David in power. 

Samuel then went to Ramah. 

14      Now the Spirit of the LORD had departed from Saul, and an evil spirit from 

the LORD tormented him. 

15      Saul's attendants said to him, "See, an evil spirit from God is tormenting you. 

16      Let our lord command his servants here to search for someone who can play 

the harp. He will play when the evil spirit from God comes upon you, and you will 

feel better." 

 

7.  Do not speak the Native Language of Satan 

John 8:44 

44      You belong to your father, the devil, and you want to carry out your father's 

desire. He was a murderer from the beginning, not holding to the truth, for there is 

no truth in him. When he lies, he speaks his native language, for he is a liar and the 

father of lies. 
 

8.  Salvation Means We Have Been Set Free From the Dominion of Darkness 

Colossians 1:13-14 

13      For he has rescued us from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the 

kingdom of the Son he loves, 

14      in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. 
 

Ephesians 2:1-2 

1        As for you, you were dead in your transgressions and sins, 

2        in which you used to live when you followed the ways of this world and of 

the ruler of the kingdom of the air, the spirit who is now at work in those who are 

disobedient. 
 

 

9.  Satan is Judged 

John 12:31 

31      Now is the time for judgment on this world; now the prince of this world 

will be driven out. 
 

John 14:30 



30      I will not speak with you much longer, for the prince of this world is coming. 

He has no hold on me, 
 

John 16:11 

11      and in regard to judgment, because the prince of this world now stands 

condemned.
